6. Coordinating a goods drive (clothing, food, household items)
7. Biology Exhibit Guide
· Do you love learning and teaching about the human body and health?  If so, then we have just the place for you. · Create volunteer database in Microsoft Office Access.  Data to be manipulated as directed by the Volunteer coordinator.   Custom build database for ease usability with future possibility of website attachment and access.
