· Degree completion increased from 121 to 129 in 2005-06.
· FTE increased from 218  WI 2006 to 236 WI 2007
· Cost per FTE increased $545.00 in 2006.

· Replaced one tenure track faculty member and one annually contracted faculty member January 2007.
· Hired additional Grow our Own Faculty January 2007.
· Implemented tuition reimbursement program funded by the Premier Health Partners Grant for three Annually Contracted Faculty members. 
· Implemented dual enrollment program (SHARE Nursing) with Wright State University, admitting 8 students to NSG 120 WI 2007; plan to admit 16 in Sp 2007.
· Plan to increase enrollment by up to 50 students per year through SHARE and the Advanced Placement Track for LPN’s.

· Grant funded ILP counselor met with all students being reinstated into program to improve students’ chances for success.

· Resubmitted HRSA grant for online RN refresher program through the Center for Nursing Continuing Education.
