-FTEs in Fall 2008 were 910.0, an increase of 12.1% over Fall 2007; in Winter 2009 were 985.9, an increase of 11.9% over Winter 2008.
-Seat Count in Fall 2008 was 4181, an increase of 12.9% over Fall 2007; in Winter 2009 was 4494, an increase of 10.7% over Winter 2008.

-Number of Sections Offered: Fall 2008 – 224, an increase of 26 sections over Fall 2007; Winter 2009 – 242, an increase of 24 sections over Winter 2008.

Please list the actions and/or improvement priorities underway from the most recent program review recommendations:

· Development and use of new assessment tools, including pre- and post- testing, is underway in selected Spanish, Philosophy, Political Science, History, and Humanities courses, with some promising results.
· The department Mentoring Committee has prepared a new mentoring handbook and full-time faculty are being assigned to mentor new adjunct instructors.

· An ACF position has been shifted from history to political science to maintain a proper balance of personnel to meet enrollment needs.
· Department has streamlined procedures to handle the Increase in the number of adjunct faculty used – currently about 65-70 per quarter.
Program outcome(s)--data collected in 06-07
What actions/improvements are underway as a result of your data analysis?
Data collected for Spanish 103 suggested that the number of exams given in the course could be reduced and time better used for other class activities, without adversely impacting student achievement and successful completion of course outcomes. This is being implemented on an experimental basis this year to determine if the results confirm the expected outcome.
Program outcome(s)--data collected in 07-08
How have you analyzed the data collected?  What did you find?  Describe the results obtained.
Humanities125 is a one-quarter course presenting a general overview of the humanities to a wide variety of Sinclair students in different programs. It was selected to collect data to assess the outcome of Problem Solving / Critical Thinking. The General Education Checklist for Problem Solving and Critical Thinking will be used as a framework.  Analysis of the results, and actions/improvements underway, will both be reported in next year’s annual update.  
Program outcome(s)—data collected for 08-09
For the outcome(s) currently under study (for 08-09 outcomes), what evidence and process do you plan to use to determine the extent to which this/these program outcome(s) have been met?

To determine the extent to which outcomes for Global Awareness are being met, a pretest and post-test will be administered in selected sections of Humanities 125, History 113, and Political Science 200. It will consist of a series of questions to measure how much improvement has taken place in students’ ability to: 1) identify important historical, political, and/or cultural facts; 2) use knowledge gained to evaluate information and analyze major historical, political and/or cultural trends; 3) understand the world as an interconnected community where each has obligations to all as citizens and fellow human beings.

General Education

Describe any general education changes/improvements in your program/department during this past academic year (07-08).
· The department expanded its course offerings at all learning centers (Courseview, Englewood, Huber Heights).
· Two Humanities elective courses that were not in the Ohio Transfer Module (OTM) were de-activated, and an increased number of sections of Humanities elective courses that are in the OTM are being offered as alternatives.
· Religion 112 is the newest course in the department offered online.

· 6 of the department’s courses – HIS 101, 102, 103, 111; HUM 125; and PLS 101 - are now in the “Top 45”; success rates improved between 2006-07 and 2007-08 for 4 of the 6. Success rates for all 6 courses are above the average rate for all Top 45 courses combined.
· The Modern Language Lab was utilized by an increasing number of students for placement testing and for lab activities in their language courses.

· A new Annually Contracted Faculty in Political Science was hired.

· Department members participated in Showcase Sinclair, Mini-Sabbatical, Model UN Conference, Global Awareness Week, Parenting Diverse Families Workshop, Honors Program, Phi Theta Kappa, Service Learning, REACH Across Dayton annual conference and Holocaust Remembrance activities.
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
