· The Department has changed its contribution margin from a negative 3.26% in 2005 to a positive 2.31% in 2006.
Please list the actions and/or improvement priorities underway from the most recent program review recommendations:

· As part of our strategic planning process, we have completely re-designed the curriculum to align with transfer institutions and to raise our graduation rate.

· After examining our stakeholders and looking at our student population, the faculty has decided to focus on modern dance.   Since there are few or no opportunities for the relatively inexperienced adult dancer to perform, the faculty has decided that created the Contemporary Dance of Sinclair will meet the needs of current students and allow the department to recruit other interested adult dancers.  This is a niche that no one else in Dayton is filling.

· The faculty is beginning to explore the use of more external measures in its assessment program.  Plans are underway to use guest choreographers as external evaluators of the program.

· The faculty plans to invite Lori Zakel, our assessment liaison to a faculty meeting to discuss assessment strategies for dance.

· The faculty is excited to have developed a partnership with Stivers High School.  We have begun holding scholarship auditions there, since they have the only high school dance program in the area.

· The faculty will continue to participate in recruiting events, and has already strengthened its relationship with Melissa Tolle, our Admissions specialist.
