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Please list noteworthy changes in the data set from last year:

Psychology spends far less (per FTE) educating students (2005-2006 = $1, 943) than the LAS division average of (2005-2006 = $2,636).  Psychology is only 1.3% over 2001 cost per FTE.  Compared to the college high of $20,273 per FTE, Psychology is ranked as the 3rd most efficient department.

Psychology’s FTE per full time faculty is at 47, much higher than LAS division average of 43.

While General Psychology courses 119 and 121 have success rates from 60-64% (2004-2005 data), the 2nd half of General Psychology (PSY 122) has a success rate of 76%.

Upper level courses (one assumes students are fixed on goal by this point) have much higher success rates:

These rates are not significantly different from LAS division success rates at large.
Psychology’s ACS is still among the highest.

Only 3 disciplines in the entire college have an ACS over 25 Math, Biology, and Psychology (March 2005)
